 5-Day Itinerary



Mid-morning: Transfer to the lodge, either via a scenic boat journey
through the Sierpe mangroves or via Drake Bay, depending on your arrival
route. Both options offer an immersive introduction to the wild beauty of
the Osa Peninsula.

Afternoon: Arrival at Corcovado Wilderness Lodge, welcome refreshments,
and a relaxed lunch featuring fresh, locally inspired cuisine. Time to settle
into your villa, unwind, or begin exploring the property at your own pace.

Evening: Sunset welcome gathering overlooking the Pacific, followed by an
intimate, fireside-style presentation: Who Is Innoceana?

An introduction to the organization’s global work, conservation philosophy,
and the story of Caño Island and its restoration.

Private welcome dinner, designed as a meaningful and relaxed first
evening together

DAY 1 : Arrival & Private
Welcome



Morning: Early breakfast followed by departure to Caño Island. The first
dives are designed as a gentle and enjoyable introduction to the island’s
reefs, focusing on comfort, orientation, and connection with the
underwater world.

Conditions permitting, exploration of Bajo del Diablo offers the possibility of
encounters with manta rays and other pelagic species.

Midday: Light lunch and time on the water to relax and absorb the
experience.

Afternoon: Return to the lodge. Enjoy leisure time for spa treatments,
beachfront relaxation, or quiet moments immersed in the surrounding
rainforest, experiencing the unique balance of comfort and wilderness that
defines Corcovado Wilderness Lodge.

Evening: Dinner at the lodge followed by an engaging talk with a special
guest from a regional conservation partner.

DAY 2 : Welcome
Dives at Caño Island



Morning: Marine expedition dedicated to the broader ecosystem. Guests
search for whales, dolphins, and other marine life while participating in live
acoustic monitoring using a hydrophone to listen beneath the surface in
real time.

Late Morning & Afternoon: Time at leisure to enjoy the lodge and its
surroundings. Optional land-based experiences may include guided
jungle hikes, tree canopy exploration, spa treatments, or simply time to rest
and reconnect.

Evening: Exploring Innoceana’s local education and outreach initiatives,
highlighting community engagement and ocean conservation efforts in
the region.

DAY 3 : Cetaceans &
Marine Insight



Morning: Departure to Caño Island so guests can join Innoceana’s
research and restoration team for an introduction to marine restoration
science. Learn how ecological data is collected underwater, including
observation protocols, photographic documentation, and how scientists
assess reef health over time. Participants gain insight into long-term coral
monitoring programs conducted in the region since 2019.

Midday & Afternoon: Guided dives focused on skill-building, data
awareness, and working as part of a research team, developing a deeper
understanding of the science behind restoration. Opportunity to learn how
to ID iconic reef dwellers such as sharks and turtles. 

Evening: Dinner followed by a lecture: Inside Innoceana’s Novel Restoration
Science, led by a member of the research team.

DAY 4 : Restoration
Fundamentals:
Scientist for a Day 



DAY 5 : Departure
Morning: Innoceana team available for a closing circle and reflection
session at breakfast, exploring reef stewardship, conservation, and the role
of responsible tourism.

Guests leave not only inspired but with a deeper understanding and
genuine connection to the future of Caño Island.

This expedition supports active coral resilience research and long-term
reef monitoring at Caño Island, while contributing to the protection of the
wider ecosystem that sustains turtles, sharks, and other migratory pelagic
species in the Eastern Tropical Pacific.

Through this alliance and the new expedition programs, we will support
marine research, habitat restoration, and community education initiatives
designed to safeguard coral reefs, marine wildlife, and coastal
ecosystems.
